CHILD POLICY

10.

Children aged less than four (4) years of age are permitted complimentary entry into the Private Suites.
All children aged between four (4) years and seventeen (17) years of age must hold a valid corporate
ticket when accessing the Corporate Hospitality facilities at all Cronulla Sharks home games.

Children up to the age of twelve (12) years of age can purchase a special ‘Corporate Kids’ ticket at a set
price determined by the Cronulla Sharks. This allows the child entry into the Private Suites only and
includes access to non-alcoholic beverages. It does not include any additional catering or kids" meal.
Children must be aged 12 years or older in order to access the Accolade Wines’ Marquee and Golden Bay
Restaurant.

Children without a valid corporate ticket are not permitted entry into any of the Corporate Hospitality
facilities.

Each child with a valid corporate ticket will be included in the total capacities of the appropriate
Corporate Hospitality Facility.

Children will not be permitted to purchase a General Admission ticket or ‘Ground Pass’ and then access
the Corporate Hospitality Facilities.

All children must be accompanied by a parent or guardian at all times. If a child is found to be
unaccompanied by a parent or guardian, they will be returned to their care by stadium staff. Any repeat
offences will result in the child as well as their parent or guardian being removed from PointsBet
Stadium.

It is the responsibility of the parent or guardian of the child to ensure they adhere to all the standards
and guidelines set out by the Cronulla Sharks.
